Because we value your privacy and want to improve the user-friendliness of our 
website, we would like to inform you about the use of cookies in this statement. You can also 
manage your cookie settings here. 

• What are Cookies? 

When you visit this website, we place cookies on your computer, tablet, or phone if your browser 
settings allow it. Cookies are small, simple text files and are not harmful to your device or the 
files stored on it. In this cookie statement, "cookies" refers not only to small text files, but also to 
all similar technologies that achieve the same results and allow us to store or read data on your 
device, such as JavaScript, tags, beacons, pixels, or HTML5 LocalStorage. 

• Which cookies do we use and what for? 

Some cookies are necessary for the full and proper functioning of the website. For example, they 
ensure that you don't receive or have to enter the same information every time you visit our 
website. We always place these cookies if your browser settings allow it. It is not possible to opt 
out of these cookies on our website. 

We use Google Analytics cookies to collect information about the use and visits of our website. 
Google analyzes this data for us. We mask the last digits of your IP address sent to Google and 
have disabled the "data sharing" option within the Google Analytics environment. Because we 
have taken the aforementioned measures, Google Analytics cookies are considered essential 
cookies. 

We also use tracking cookies. We use these cookies to gather more information about our 
visitors and create visitor profiles, allowing us to make the website more user-friendly and 
personalized, and to show you the most relevant offers, promotions, and advertisements. We 
only place tracking cookies with your consent. By accepting marketing cookies, you agree to the 
placement of tracking cookies, among other things. 

Third-party cookies may also be placed. We collaborate with external parties who use cookies 
to, for example, display advertisements tailored to your interests or to offer certain social media 
functionalities. The third parties that place cookies are described in the cookie overview at the 
bottom of this page. You can also read there for what purpose.
